TitanRH Update

Go to the following website to download the necessary files to be used in the TitanRH update.

OS_070107 (Folder contains 2 files= Blupdate.exe and CTN 062507 NK RH.zip)

Download all of the folders/files within the TitanRH folder to a destination on your desktop such as My Documents.

To update the TitanRH, please follow the steps outlined below:

Part I  – Copying files
1) The OS_070107 folder:   Unzip the contents of the CTN 062507 NK RH.zip  to the root of the CF card.  Also copy the Blupdate.exe to the root of the CF.

2) Next, unzip the GpsSetup.zip file to the CF Card.  The file will be listed as GpsSetup.exe.



3) Lastly, copy the  TitanActiveSync.inf  file to the CF Card.

Part II - Updating the system

1) On the TitanRH, select “My Device” to access the CF card. Tap on the Blupdate.exe to run this file. This will update the bootloader. 

2) Complete a hard boot on the handheld with the CF card inserted. To do this, hold the power button down for 6-10 seconds until the unit reboots.  This will initiate the OS update. A message will appear that the OS is being updated.  

The TitanRH is now updated with the new OS.

4) This step will set the GPS Baud Rate on  the TitanRH.

1. Start up GPSSetup.exe
2. When the app starts, it will automatically attempt to establish

communication with the GPS.

3. Once the baud rate has been determined, several buttons will be

displayed.

4. To set the baud rate, click "Baud".

5.  A dialog box is displayed with the active baud rate shown (the active

baud rate was determined on app startup, see steps 2-3).

6.  To determine the "Permanent" baud rate setting, i.e., the baud rate the GPS will be set to on bootup, click "Read".

7. To change the permanent baud rate setting, select the desired setting in the dropdown and click "Set".

8. After approximately 10 seconds, the permanent AND currently active baud rate settings will both be changed to the new setting.

9. The "Active Baud" AND "Perm Baud" boxes will be updated

5) The final step is to copy the  TitanActiveSync.inf file to a location on the handheld such as My Documents.  You do not need to do anything with this file. It just must be present for Active Sync to work properly.

STOP:  You must delete the above files from the CF card after the update is complete before using this card again in the TitanRH. Otherwise the OS update will run each time the card is inserted into the TitanRH.

Part III – Re-installing Farm Works


Farm Works must now be re-installed. Unzip the contents of the TitanRH_20070426.zip  to a thumb drive. Do not create a folder. These files are to be placed on the root of the card.  Insert the USB drive into the cable of the TitanRH.   Select the “My Device” icon to find the Hard Drive.  The Hard Drive is the same as the USB thumb drive. Select the Setup.exe to initiate the update.
